We continue to value Berentzen shares based on our DCF approach. In general,
our DCF approach includes three stages: Phase | includes our detailed estimates
starting from FY 2022 to FY 2026. Phase Il is the transition phase (FY 2027 to FY
2029). Our terminal value calculation is finally based on our FY 2029 estimates.

Mainly driven by an updated risk-free rate (new: 2.0% vs. old: 1.5%), our PT slight-
ly declines to now EUR 7.60:
